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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

I.1. Private Higher Education Institution “International Academy of Ecology and
Medicine” (hereinafter referred to as the Academy) is an industry-specific profitable higher
education institution established by the decision of Constituent Meeting of Founders (Protocol No.
1 dd. August 19, 2011) in the form of a private institution that carries out its activities in accordance
with the current legislation of Ukraine and this Statute.

1.3. Location of the Academy: 121 Kharkivske shose, Kyiv, 02091, Ukraine. _

1.4. The Academy is a legal entity, the rights and obligations of which it acquires from the
day of state registration. It has separate property and the right on his behalf to acquire property and
personal non-proprietary rights, as well as be a plaintiff and defendant in court. The Academy is
not liable for the obligations of the founders (owners).

1.5. The Academy, in accordance with the law, can be a founder (co-founder) of other legal
entities carrying out their activities according to the areas of educational. scientific and industrial
activities of the higher education institution. The Academy can establish educational, scientific
and “industrial facilities, scientific parks, and enter the consortium in accordance with the
established procedure. All participants in the facility, consortium retain the status of a legal entity
and financial independence. All participants in the facility, the consortium retain the status of legal
entities. The Academy has the right to establish separate structural units.

1.6. The system of higher education standards is the state standard of higher education,
industry standards of higher education and higher education standards of the Academy. :

1.7. The purpose of Academy activity is to provide conditions required to obtain vocational,
higher and postgraduate education and to meet other educational needs of students.

1.8. Key areas of Academy activities include:

1.8.1. Provision of educational and related services and training in accordance with
contractual obligations on a paid basis by highly qualified specialists at educational and
qualification levels and degrees: skilled worker, Junior Specialist, Junior Bachelor, Bachelor,
Specialist, Master, PhD, Doctor of Arts, Doctor of Sciences in accordance with the requirements
of the laws of Ukraine On Education, On Higher Education, and regulatory acts based on these
laws, including the training of highly qualified specialists in the following knowledge areas:
Education/Pedagogy, Social and Behavioral Sciences, Management and Administration, Law,
Biology, Natural Sciences, Chemical and Biological Engineering, Veterinary Medicine, Health
Care, Service Sector, International Relations , etc.

1.8.2. Provision of educational and related services and training according to contractual -
obligations on a paid basis by highly qualified specialists at educational qualification levels and
degrees specified in p. 1.8.1. is carried out in accordance with the requirements of the current
legislation.

1.8.3. Other financial, economic and commercial activities, including:

e training of the academic and scientific staff in accordance with the requirements of
the current legislation of Ukraine, advanced training, retraining of personnel in relevant

educational and professional postgraduate programs;



e scientific, scientific and technical, research, innovation, scientific and production,
production, methodical, creative, cultural, educational, artistic. sporting, recreational,
and other activities;

e foreign economic activity, including scientific, scientific and technical, scientific
and production, production, educational and other cooperation with foreign economic
entities; training of specialists on a commercial basis: business activities outside
Ukraine related to the provision of licenses, patents, know-how. trademarks and other
intangible assets of domestic and foreign economic entities; international relations, etc.

1.8.4. Medical practice according to specialization.

Provision of educational and other services is carried out according to the current
legislation of Ukraine regarding the licensing of certain types of economic activities.

1.9. The Academy catries out its activities in accordance with the Constitution of Ukraine,
the Civil Code of Ukraine, the Commercial Code of Ukraine, the Laws of Ukraine On Education,
On Higher Education, On Scientific and Scientific-Technical Activities, On Foreign Economic
Activity, regulatory legal acts of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine, the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, other legislative. regulatory and legal
acts, international agreements, the consent of which is required by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
and the requirement of this Statute.

1.10. The Academy independently makes decisions and carries out its activities within the
rights stipulated by the Laws of Ukraine On Education, On Higher Education, On Scientific and
Scientific-Technical Activities, On Licensing of Economic Activity Types. On Foreign Economic
Activity. other legislative acts of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, the Ministry
of Health of Ukraine, international agreements, the consent of which is required by the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine, and additional rights, including those granted by the Academy according to the
results of accreditation.

1.11. The Academy maintains an independent balance sheet, can have current, credit,
deposit accounts at bank institutions, can have a seal with its name, corner stamp, stamps and seals
for internal use, forms in Ukrainian and/or English, etc.

1.12. The Academy is responsible for:

e its obligations under the funds at its disposal;

e compliance with the requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine and
international agreements, the consent of which is required by the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine;

e compliance with state and international standards of education:

e ensuring safe conditions for conducting educational activities:

e compliance with financial discipline;

e social protection of participants in the educational process.

1.13. Academy activities are based on the principles:

Ministers of Ukraine and profile Ministries, acts of the President of Ukraine and other legislation
of Ukraine in education.

2.2. The goal of educational activities:
e achievement of a high level of training of specialists that meet the current needs of
economic development and higher education standards;
e reproduction of intellectual potential of the state;
e providing the medical sector with qualified specialists;
¢ the formation of moral and ethical principles and norms of personal behavior.

2.3. Educational activities are based on the following principles:
e multidisciplinarity;
e the quality of educational services, the quality of the content of education, the
quality of educational outcomes, the quality of teaching technologies;
e graduate training of specialists;
e the formation of a democratic system of education;
e meeting the educational needs of students in accordance with their interests,
abilities and needs of society;
¢ the use of the state standards of higher education as the obligatory minimum of the
content of education and the content of training;
e training of students to independently put and solve the problem;
e the correspondence of the level of education and the educational and qualification -
level of graduate training to the requirements of the social division of labor;
e advanced innovative education development;
e mobility of training specialists to meet the requirements of the labor market;
e academic integrity;
e personal focus of education;
e the development of national and-general human values;

* monitoring of the education quality, assurance of its transparency, development of
public control.

2.4. Educational activities of the Academy are aimed at creating conditions for personal
development and creative self-fulfillment of a person, development of general human values,
creation of equal opportunities for obtaining high-quality education, development and adoption of
educational innovative technologies, integration of Ukrainian education into the European and
global space, provision of social protection of the academic and other staff and students at the
Academy, responsible attitude to the highest individual and social values, the creation of the most
favorable conditions for the development of society.

2.5. Academy activities are based on program and target planning, which implies the
following targeted educational programs and their respective means of implementation:

2.5.1. Staffing for licensed areas by:

e involving the qualified teaching and academic staff;
e . forming the high-quality student population;

e the adequacy of the content of education to the requirements of the system of work;



o forming the content of education and learning based on the subjective activity
approach on the principles of purpose, prognosticity, diagnostic:

e forming the content of education and learning based on the state standards of higher
education, taking into account traditions of the Academy’s academic schools, industry
needs and student demands;

o forming the nomenclature of areas and specialties adequately to changes in market
conditions;

* studying the demand for individual specialties on the labor market and facilitating
the employment of graduates;

e competitiveness of graduates on the labor market;

o updating the content of education and organizing the educational process in
accordance with democratic values, modern scientific and technical achievements:

e improving the education quality, updating forms of organization of the educational
process;

e scientific and methodical support of the educational process as an information
model of the teaching system;

e specialization, re-training, internships of specialists;

e developing efficient educational technologies;

e creating conditions for the gifted youth development;

e fulfilling agreements on training specialists of the relevant qualification.

properties;
¢ developing youth needs and skills to live in civil society, spirituality and physical
perfection, moral, artistic, aesthetic, labor, ecological and other culture;
e forming national worldview, ideas, views and beliefs based on values of national
and world culture:
e providing students with the ability to self-thinking, public choice and activities
aimed at Ukraine’s prosperity;
e creating the system of continuous language education. providing compulsory
proficiency of Ukrainian citizens in the state language, opportunity to learn native
(national) language and know at least one foreign language;



e promoting the development of high language culture of citizens, education of
respect for the state language and languages of national minorities of Ukraine, tolerance
in relation to bearers of different languages and cultures;

e implementing the language strategy using comprehensive and consecutive
introduction of educational, scientific, methodical and explanatory measures;

e forming new life values of personality;

e developing a new value system of society: open, variable, spiritually and culturally
filled, tolerant, capable to ensure the formation of a citizen and a patriot, consolidating
society based on the priority of personality rights, reduction of social inequality;

e ensuring responsibility for own welfare, state of society.

3. GOAL, OBJECTIVES, SUBJECT, AND KEY AREAS OF ACTIVITIES

3.1. The Academy was established to provide the necessary conditions for citizens of
Ukraine, foreigners and stateless persons who are legally in the territory of Ukraine to obtain
education on a paid basis at educational qualification levels and degrees defined by the current
legislation in order to prepare specialists for the needs of Ukraine, international agreements,
obtaining profits according to types of economic activities stipulated by this Statute, training of
the academic and scientific staff, as well as other financial, economic and commercial activities
specified in p. 1.8.3. of this Statute. Separated structural units of the Academy established in
accordance with the requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine and the provisions of this



Statute have the right to provide educational and other services not prohibited by the legislation of
Ukraine.

3.2. Key objectives of the Academy:
e carrying out educational activities (in accordance with obtained licenses) defined in
p. 1.8.1. and p. 1.8.2. of this Statute;
e other financial, economic and commercial activities defined in p. 1.8.3 of this
Statute; '
e implementing medical practice within the powers specified in p. 1.8.4. of this
Statute and according to the licenses, establishing educational and practical centers,
clinics, efc., providing students with practical knowledge. preparing them for
professional activities at clinical bases of medical and preventive institutions,
educational and practical centers, as well as educational and practical centers of
primary medical healthcare;
e ensuring the execution of contracts and agreements with Academy contractors;
e studying the demand for individual specialties on the labor market and facilitating
the employment of graduates;
e ensuring the cultural and spiritual development of the individual, education of
students in the spirit of Ukrainian patriotism and respect for the Constitution of
Ukraine;
e raising the educational and cultural level of citizens;
* revealing individual qualities, interests, creative abilities of students and creating
conditions for their further implementation in professional practice or in continuing
professional education;
e educating high moral, charitable and cultural people responsible for the quality and
results of their work, responsible for the fate of the country and human civilization;
e fostering moral and ideological positions based on humanistic goals and ideals;
e creating conditions for the full use of the creative potential of lecturers and other
employees; ‘
e continuous study of best practices and achievements in professional training at
education institutions of Ukraine and other countries;
e providing measures to strengthen the health of students, creating harmless and safe
working conditions for the Academy staff;

e providing other educational services and services not prohibited by the legislation
of Ukraine.

3.3. The subject of Academy activities by type of economic activities:

3.3.1. higher education that includes the first, second, third and fourth levels of higher
education, activities of higher education schools of art;

3.3.2. pre-school education that includes pre-school education (education preceding the
school of first degree), pre-school education is defined as the initial stage of the organization of
education created primarily to introduce the school environment to younger children;

3.3.3. elementary education that includes elementary education: basic reading, writing,
and arithmetic training along with the general understanding of other subjects such as history,
geography, natural sciences and social sciences, art and music. Such education is usually provided
to children, but it also includes literacy programs for adults at primary or non-primary level that
are similar in content to primary education programs but aimed at individuals considered to be
very old for elementary school (for example, elimination of illiteracy programs for adults);



3.3.4. general secondary education that includes the provision of education, which
becomes the foundation for the learning and development of people throughout their life and
allows them to continue their education in the future. Similar institutions provide programs with a
more subject focus, with the specialization of teachers, and often only a few teachers conduct
classes in their special subjects. Subject specialization at this level frequently affects the learning
experience even for those who follow the general program. Such programs are designed to prepare
students either for vocational education or for admission to the higher education institution without
the need to select a particular specialization; basic general secondary education that somehow
corresponds to the period of compulsory school education; complete secondary education of a
higher degree basically provides an opportunity to prepare for admission to the higher education
institution;

3.3.5. vocational education at a higher vocational education institution that includes '
post-secondary education that cannot be considered higher education, for example, providing
auxiliary education after secondary education to prepare for the second stage of higher education
or vocational education;

3.3.6. practical training of Academy students at medical and pharmacy institutions in
accordance with the agreements concluded by the Academy, educational centers, clinics
established at the Academy. Students undergo practical training in accordance with the legislation;

3.3.7. education in sports and leisure that includes sports training in groups and
individually. for example, in camps or schools. Sports round-the-clock and day camps are also
included in this class. Academic schools, colleges and universities are not included. Training can
be provided in a variety of facilities, such as training rooms of a client or company, education
institutions or other, training within this class is organized officially; sports training (baseball,
basketball, cricket, football, etc.); sports training camps; gymnastics training; horse riding in
academy schools; swimming training; services of professional sports instructors, teachers,
coaches; martial arts training:

3.3.8. driving schools that includes driving instruction in order to obtain driving licenses
of all categories; piloting, sailboat, naval schools that do not issue commercial certificates and
permits;

3.3.9. the other types of education, including education not provided by any level of
academic study; educational centers offering courses on correction (additional training in a certain
discipline); advanced training courses; learning languages and communication skills: learning
computer literacy; religious education; training rescuers on the water; survival schools; teaching
oratory: training for high-speed reading;

3.3.10. support activities in education that include services (other than educational)
supporting the educational process or systems: education counseling; counseling on the choice of
educational areas; test assessment activities; testing activities; organization of student exchange -
programs;

3.3.11. general medical practice that includes general medical counseling and medical
treatment provided by general practitioners;

3.3.12. specialized medical practice that includes specialized medical counseling and
treatment by specialist doctors and surgeons; family planning centers providing health services,
such as sterilization and abortion, without inpatient services:;

3.3.13. dental practice that includes general and specialized dental services, such as
dentistry, endodontics and pediatrics, oral pathology; orthodontic services; surgical dental
activities;

3.3.14. other healthcare activities, including healthcare activities carried out not by
hospitals or by doctors or dentists: activities of nurses, midwives, physiotherapists or other
paramedical staff in optometry, hydrotherapy, therapeutic massage, occupational therapies. speech
therapies, chiropodies, homeopathy, manual therapy, acupuncture, etc. (these activities can be
carried out by clinics operating at firms, schools, homes for the elderly and other organizations
that are not hospitals but have their own counseling centers with places to receive patients);



activities of psychoanalysts, psychologists and psychotherapists; activities of auxiliary dental staff

such as therapists, nurses in dental practice and dental hygienists who can work independently but

under the regular supervision of the dentist; activities of medical laboratories, such as: X-ray
laboratories and other diagnostic centers using similar equipment, laboratory blood tests; activities

of banks of blood, sperm, organs for transplantation, etc.; ambulance services, including airplanes

provided during critical situations; public health activities carried out by sanitary facilities

(sanitary and epidemiological stations, disinfection stations, enterprises of preventive disinfection,

etc.);

3.3.15. public relations activities, including advisory services, managerial and operational
support, including lobbying activities to support companies and other organizations involved in
interaction and public relations;

3.3.16. business and management consultancy services, including advisory services,
management and organizational support for companies and other organizations in management,
corporate strategic and operational planning; defining areas of business development, managing
changes, reducing cost and other financial issues, marketing goals and policies, personnel policies,
compensation strategies and pensions, production planning and control; commercial services can -
include counseling, management and organizational support for companies and public
organizations; planning of accounting and rules, reporting programs, cost control procedures,
consulting and support for companies and public organizations in planning, organizational
measures, ensuring efficiency and control, information on management issues, etc.;

3.3.17. investigating market conditions and public opinion, including the study of
market potential, awareness, product acceptability, popularity of certain goods and services and
consumer habits in order to promote sales and develop new types of goods and services, including
statistical analysis of results: studying public opinion on political, economic and social events,
statistical analysis of results;

3.3.18. leasing of intellectual property and similar products, except for copyrighted
works, which include the grant of rights to use intellectual property products and similar products
for which royalty or license fee is paid to its owner (namely. the owner of the property); leasing of
such products can take various forms, such as permission to reproduce, use in subsequent processes °
and products, franchising business management, etc.; owners of intellectual property products can
be their developers or not; intellectual property leasing (except for copyrighted works such as
books or software); royalties or license fees for use; patented products, trade and service brands,
brand names;

3.3.19. printing of newspapers, including printing of newspapers, magazines and other
periodicals published at least four times a week;

3.3.20. printing of other products, including the printing of newspapers, magazines and
other periodicals published less than four times a week; printing of books and leaflets, music
charts, maps, atlases, photographs, posters, promotional catalogs, brochures and other printed
promotional products, post stamps, tax forms, hard-copy documents, bank checks and other forms
of securities, smart cards, albums, business diaries, calendars and other office printed products,
personal stationery forms made on high-printing machines, offset printing, photo printing, flexo
printing, screen printing, etc. on duplicators, computer printers, wired devices for producing relief
marks on a rubber band, etc., instant printing: printing directly on textile products, plastic, glass,
metal, wood and ceramics (for example, printing on plastic bags, glass plates, metal products),
usually printed copyrighted materials; printing of labels lithographic, herbal printing, flexographic
printing, etc.): drawing of a holographic protective element on objects of protection belonging to
another legal entity;

3.3.21. production of printing forms and provision of other printing services, including
text typing, photo typing, pre-printing of data, including scanning and optical character / text
recognition, electronic layout; preparation of data files for multimedia (for printing on paper, CD,
on the Internet): manufacturing of printing forms, including development of images (for the
process of printing on machines of high and offset printing); cylinder preparation: engraving



cylinders for deep printing; processing of copies on a printing plate on the from computer to plate
principle (including on a photopolymer plate); manufacturing of plates and clichés for relief
stamping or printing: preparation: technical works of art such as lithographic stones and wood
engraving, presentation tools, such as transparent slides and other forms for presentations,
sketches, markings, layouts, etc., production of test prints;

3.3.22. bookbinding and binding services and related services, including binding,
sealing of samples and post-printing services aimed at technical support for printing activities, for
example, interweaving and final processing of books, brochures, magazines, catalogs, etc., using
bending operations, trim and alignment of sheets, assembly, stacking of individual parts, thread
fusing, seamless (glue) fastening of the block, cutting and making a binder cover, gluing, checking
the numbering of sheets, tenting, embossed gold; fastening with a metal or plastic spiral;
interlacing and finishing of printed paper or printed cardboard using bending, stamping, drilling,
puncturing of holes, punching, engraving, fastening, bonding, lamination; final preparation; email
delivery services, such as customizing a product to the requirements of its customer, preparing a
package for shipping; other final activities such as tampon printing, engraving of stamps, stamping,
making of forms for Braille printing;

3.3.23. production of basic pharmaceutical products, which includes the production of
medicines, pharmacological properties of which are used for the production of medicines:
antibiotics, basic vitamins, salicylic and O-acetylsalicylic acid, etc.; blood transfusion; production
of chemically pure sugars; processing of glands and production of extracts from glands, etc.;

3.3.24. production of pharmaceuticals and materials, including the production of
medicines: immune serums and other blood components, vaccines, various medicines, including
homeopathic remedies; the production of chemical contraceptives for external use and hormonal
contraceptives; production of medical diagnostic products, including pregnancy tests; production
of radioactive diagnostic reagents; production of pharmaceuticals using biotechnology;
manufacturing of medical impregnated cotton wool, gauze, bandages, bandages, etc.; preparation
of plant raw materials (grinding, sorting, milling) for manufacturing pharmaceutical drugs;

3.3.25. production of medical and dental tools and materials, including the production
of laboratory equipment, surgical and medical tools, surgical devices and accessories, dental
equipment and accessories, orthodontics, dental prosthetics and orthodontic toolss; the production
of medical, dental and similar furniture, further equipped with specific accessories, such as
hydraulic dental chairs; production of surgical napkins, sterile bandages and tissues, rubber
medical gloves; production of dental fillings and cements (except fixing means for dentures),
dental wax and other dental products; manufacturing of cement for restoration of bone tissue;
manufacturing of dental laboratory furnaces; production of laboratory equipment for ultrasonic
cleaning; production of laboratory sterilizers; production of laboratory distillers and laboratory
centrifuges; manufacturing of medical, surgical, dental or veterinary furniture: operating tables,
tables for inspection, hospital beds with mechanical regulation of position, dental armchairs;
manufacturing of metal plates for connection of broken bones, as well as screws, syringes, needles,
catheters, cannula, etc.; manufacturing of dental tools (including dental chairs with built-in
devices); manufacturing of artificial teeth, bridges, etc. dental laboratories without their
installation; manufacturing of orthopedic appliances (including orthopedic footwear) and
prosthetics; production of glass eyes; manufacturing of medical thermometers; production of
ophthalmic goods, eye-correction eyeglasses, sunglasses, prescription lenses, contact lenses,
safety glasses; _

3.3.26. publication of books, including the publication of books in print and electronic
form (on CDs, electronic media, etc.), in audio format or on the Internet; publishing books,
brochures, leaflets and similar printed matter, including dictionaries and encyclopedias;
publication of atlases, maps and charts; audio books; publication of encyclopedias etc. on CD
discs; ‘

3.3.27. publication of reference books and catalogs, including the publication of catalogs
of data (databases) of facts / information protected in form but not in content. Such catalogs can



be published both in print and in electronic form; publishing catalogs; the publication of telephone
directories; publication of other reference books and collections, such as case-law collections or
pharmaceutical handbooks, etc.;

3.3.28. publication of newspapers, including advertising newsletters issued at least four
times a week: the publication can be done both in printed and electronic form, including on the
Internet;

3.3.29. publication of magazines and periodicals. including the publication of journals
and periodicals published less than four times a week; the publication can be done both in printed
and electronic form, including on the Internet; the publication of weekly periodicals with radio and
television programs is also included in this class;

3.3.30. other types of publishing activities, including the publication (including in
electronic form): catalogs, photographs, prints, postcards, greeting cards, forms, posters, .
reproductions of works of art, promotional products, and other printed matter; electronic
publication of statistical and other data;

3.3.31. publication of other software, including the publication of standard software
(system or software applications), particularly its translation or adaptation at its own expense:
operating systems; business and other software applications;

3.3.32. movie screening, including movies and video films in cinemas, in the open air and
in other demonstration halls; movie clubs:

3.3.33. broadcasting activities that include broadcasting of audio signals by broadcasting
studios and the equipment for transmitting audio programs to listeners, regional studios or
subscribers; radio network installation and broadcasting of sound programs to regional studios or
subscribers through wireless, satellite and wired networks; broadcasting on the Internet (Internet
radio stations); data transfer integrated with broadcasting;

3.3.34. production of audio recordings, which includes the creation of originals (master -
copies) of records or audio materials on the film, CDs, as well as their issue (transfer of rights),
promotion and distribution among wholesalers and retailers or directly to consumers. This activity
can be integrated with master making activities or not within one unit. If the activity is not
integrated, the unit implementing it should acquire the right to replicate (copy) and distribute
master copies. This class also includes providing sound recording services in studios and other
places, including production of radio programs recorded on a film; the publication of music
records, namely. the acquisition and registration of copyrights for musical works, promotion,
authorization and use of them in the records, on radio, television, in movies. in the air, in printed
and other publications. Units involved in this activity can be copyright holders of the use of musical
works or act as an administrator on behalf of the owners of such copyrights; The publication of
musical scores and music is also attributed to this class;

3.3.35. television broadcasting activities, which include the creation of television
programs for a complete program package based on purchased software components (such as
artistic or documentary films, etc.), software components of their own production (for example,
local news, live reporting) or a combination of both types of components; a full package of
television programs can either be broadcast by their producer or produced for the purpose of
transmitting them to other units, such as companies providing cable television services or satellite
TV providers, for further distribution to viewers; programs can be general or specialized formats
(such as news, sports, educational or youth programs); the creation of programs freely available to
users, as well as programs available only on a subscription basis. This also includes the creation
of programs for channels showing video on demand; data transmission using a TV network;

3.3.36. activities of holding companies, namely units owning assets (controlling block of
shares) of a group of companies and whose main activity is to manage the group’s property
(holding companies of this class do not provide any other services to companies whose shares they
own, i.e., they do not control and manage Units whose shares they manage);



3.3.37. activities of head offices, which include monitoring and management of various
divisions of the company or enterprise; implementation of strategic and organizational planning
and decision making on the role of the company or enterprise; establishment of operational control .
and management of daily operations of relevant units: activities of head offices; centralized
administrative offices; corporate offices; district and regional offices: support offices for
management;

3.3.38. technical testing and research involving physical, chemical, other tests for all
types of materials to be analyzed and products, including: acoustic and vibration tests, studies of
the composition of minerals and their content in impurities, etc., research in food hygiene,
including veterinary control and control of food production. research of physical and operational
characteristics of materials such as strength, thickness, wear resistance, radioactivity, etc., test of
properties and reliability of materials, testing of operational characteristics of mechanisms:
engines, cars, electronic equipment, etc., radiographic testing of welded seams and joints, analysis
of fractures, research and measurement of environmental parameters: air and water pollution, etc.;
product certification, including consumer goods, engines, air vehicles, pressure containers, nuclear
power plants, etc.; periodic tests of vehicles for road safety; testing using models and layouts (e.g.,
air vehicles, water technology, dams, etc.); activities of police laboratories:

3.3.39. research and experimental development in biotechnology, including research
and experimental solutions in biotechnology: DNA/RNA: genes, medical genetic engineering,
gene samples, genetic engineering, programming, synthesis, DNA and RNA hyperbolization, gene
formation profiling, use of oppression technology; proteins and other molecules: programming,
synthesis, engineering of proteins and peptides (including hormones of large molecules); improved
nutritional methods for large molecular drugs; proteomics, isolation and purification of proteins,
signaling, identification of the cellular organs of senses; cultivation and engineering of cells and
tissues: growing of cells and tissues, tissue engineering (including aids for growing and processing
of tissues and biomedical engineering), cellular irrigation, vaccine and immune stimulants,
manipulation with the embryo; process biotechnology technique: the use of bioreactors in the
process of fermentation, bio-processing, bioservicing, transformation of materials into fibrous
mass, bleaching with wood-destroying fungi, bioleaching of sulfur, bioweaping, biofiltration and
phytoremedication; gene and RNA management: gene therapy, virus management; bioinformatics:
creation of databases about genes, sequences of proteins, which molecularize sets of biological
processes, including system biology; nanobiotechnology: the use of tools and processes of
nanoscience and microprocessing to create adaptations for studying biosystems and applications
in the application of medical products, diagnostics, etc.;

3.3.40. research and experimental development in other natural and technical
sciences, including research and experimental development natural sciences and engineering, in
addition to biotechnology: in natural sciences; in engineering and technology: in medical sciences;
in agriculture; multidisciplinary research and development mainly in applied technical sciences;

3.3.41. research and experimental development in social sciences and humanities,
which includes research and experimental development in social sciences; research and
experimental development in humanities; multidisciplinary research and development mainly in
social sciences and humanities;

3.3.42. other professional, scientific and technical activities, including brokers
(mediators) engaged in the organization of purchase and sale for small and medium-sized
enterprises, taking into account professionally accepted practices, but except for brokers in real
estate transactions; patent brokers engaged in the organization of agreements on the purchase and
sale of patents: assessment activities, except for the assessment of real estate and insurance objects
(antiques, jewelry, etc.); informing about listening of bills of exchange and freight rates; weather
forecasting; security advisory; counseling on agronomy issues, advisory activity of specialists in
agricultural economics; environmental consultancy; advice on other technical issues; activities of
consultants, except consultants in architecture, engineering and management: activity of estimator
engineers; activities of agents and agencies on behalf of individuals who usually take part in the



creation of a product of the cinema industry, theatrical performances or in other entertainment
business and sports events or the publishing of books, games, works of art and photographs with
publishers, producers. etc.; technology brokers engaged in the provision of intermediary services
in technology transfer;

3.3.43. veterinary activities including animal health care and control measures on farm
animals, animal health care and pet control measures (this activity is carried out by qualified
veterinarians at veterinary hospitals, farms, mosquitoes or nurseries, in their own consulting
rooms, in operational or elsewhere); the work of assistant veterinarians or other auxiliary '
veterinarians; clinical, pathological and other diagnostic measures on animals: outpatient treatment
of animals; vaccination of animals;

3.3.44. day care for children, which includes day care activities for children, including
day care for disabled children;

3.3.45. operations of libraries and archives, which includes services related to
documentation and information provided by libraries of all kinds, reading rooms, listening and
viewing rooms that provide services to the public or to specific categories of users such as students,
scientists, members of organizations, management of state archives: organization of collection of
information, specialized and non-specialized, drawing up of catalogs, provision for the temporary
use of books, maps, periodicals, movies, records, films, works of arts, etc., selection of information
in accordance with information requests, etc.; maintenance of photo and movie libraries and other
library services; ,

3.3.46. organization of burial and provision of related services, including burial and
cremation of corpses of people or animals: body preparation for burial or cremation, embalming
and provision of other burial services, burial or cremation, rental of a fitted place in ritual halls;
rent or sale of places on a cemetery; care for graves and mausoleums;

3.3.47. activities for providing physical comfort, including Turkish baths, saunas and
steam baths, tanning salons, weight loss salons, massage parlors, etc.

4. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE ACADEMY, KEY AREAS OF ACADEMY
ACTIVITIES

4.1. The Academy has the equal rights with other higher education institutions, which
constitute the content of its autonomy and self-government, including implementing statutory
objectives and programs.

The Academy has the right to: .

4.1.1. develop and implement educational (scientific) programs within the licensed
professions and create new specialties;

4.1.2. establish, within its structure, scientific, scientific and technical, research,
innovative, scientific and production, production, methodical, creative, cultural and educational,
artistic, sports and health institutes, colleges, departments, preparatory courses, training and
consulting centers, teaching and study rooms and laboratories with appropriate equipment,
educational centers, clinics, libraries with reading rooms, computer and information centers,
educational and production workshops, educational and research facilities, production structures,
publishing houses, cultural and household institutions, etc.

4.1.3. receive funds and material values (buildings, equipment, vehicles, etc.) from the
Founders (owners), executive bodies, enterprises, institutions, organizations and charitable
foundations, international organizations, etc.;

4.1.4. enter into agreements with higher education institutions, other contracting parties -
and non-residents on the establishment of joint scientific. production and methodical facilities,
ete.;

4.1.5. exchange experience in educational, methodical and educational work with other
education institutions of Ukraine and foreign countries;

4.1.6. organize international conferences, symposia. congresses, etc.;



4.1.7. independently determine modes of study and forms of organization of the
educational process;

4.1.8. choose types of Bachelor’s and Master’s programs stipulated by the International
Standard Classification of Education;

4.1.9. employ the teaching, scientific, academic and other staff;

4.1.10. invite specialists to work on contractual terms, including from abroad;

4.1.11. formulate and approve its own staffing;

4.1.12. use the privileges stipulated by the legislation for higher education institutions:;

4.1.13. train specialists on orders of enterprises, institutions, organizations irrespective of
forms of ownership, local executive bodies, public organizations and under agreements with
citizens;

4.1.14. carry out re-training and advanced training of the staff, engage in educational -
activities;

4.1.15. send lecturers and other employees for advanced training, internships in accordance
with the established procedure;

4.1.16. recognize Bachelor’s, Master’s, PhD and doctoral degrees, as well as academic
titles of Associate Professor and Professor, acquired at foreign education institutions during
enrollment and/or employment in teaching, scientific or academic positions;

4.1.17. introduce the rating assessment of educational, research and innovation
achievements of participants in the educational process;

4.1.18. carry out practical training for Academy students in accordance with obtained
licenses;

4.1.19. provide additional educational and other services in accordance with the legislation
of Ukraine;

4.1.20. independently develop and implement its own educational, scientific, scientific and -
technical and innovative programs;

4.1.21. independently introduce specializations, determine their content and programs of
elective academic disciplines;

4.1.22. award higher education degrees to graduates who have successfully passed the
examination process after the completion of their education at the appropriate level of higher
education in accordance with the law;

4.1.23. establish, reorganize and liquidate its structural units;

4.1.24. conduct publishing activities and develop its own printing base;

4.1.25. publish textbooks, study guides and scientific papers;

4.1.26. conduct joint activities with education institutions, scientific institutions and other
legal entities based on relevant agreements;

4.1.27. place its educational, research, and educational, scientific and production units at
enterprises, institutions and organizations; ’

4.1.28. take part in the work of international organizations;

4.1.29. introduce its own symbols and attributes;

4.1.30. determine its own forms of moral and material incentives for participants in the
educational process;

4.1.31. address higher education management bodies with the initiative to amend existing
regulatory act in higher education or to develop new ones, as well as take part in the work on
projects;

4.1.32. rent and lease immovable and movable property;

4.1.33. carry out medical and diagnostic activities at clinical departments and conduct other
medical practice;

4.1.34. conduct financia], economic and other activities in accordance with the legislation
of Ukraine and the Statute of the Academy; ,

4.1.35. establish prices for all kinds of its own services and products in accordance with
the requirements of the legislation;



4.1.36. provide paid services according to the list determined by the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine;

4.1.37. dispose of its own proceeds, in particular, received from the provision of additional .
paid services to students and individual paid services to other individuals and legal entities;

4.1.38. open current and deposit accounts in banks:;

4.1.39. use bank loans in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine;

4.1.40. provide and receive charitable assistance;

4.1.41. exercise other rights that do not contradict the legislation of Ukraine.

4.2. The Academy is obliged to:

4.2.1. ensure timely payment of taxes and other deductions in accordance with the current
legislation of Ukraine;

4.2.2. carry out, if necessary, the construction, reconstruction, as well as the current and
major repair of fixed assets, ensure the prompt entry of the purchased equipment into operation;

4.2.3. provide offices and laboratories with the necessary equipment, tools, drugs, etc.;
acquire the necessary material resources from enterprises, organizations and institutions,
regardless of forms of ownership, as well as from individuals;

4.2.4. create proper conditions for high-performance work; ensure observance of labor
legislation, rules and norms of labor protection, life safety, social insurance;

4.2.5. take measures to improve the organization of wages of employees in order to increase
their material interest both in personal work results and in the general results of the Academy,
provide timely payments to employees;

4.2.6. ensure compliance with environmental requirements in accordance with the
legislation of Ukraine;

4.2.7. carry out the accounting of its activities, maintain statistical reporting in accordance
with the legislation of Ukraine and submit the indicated data for the consolidated balance to the
Founders (owners) and the relevant public authorities in accordance with the procedure stipulated
by law. The Academy is obliged to take measures (including by introducing appropriate cutting-
edge technologies) for preventing and detecting plagiarism in scientific papers of the scientific,
academic, teaching and other staff and students and bringing them to disciplinary responsibility.

4.3. To implement statutory objectives and programs, the Academy has the following key
areas of activities:

4.3.1. carrying out financial and economic activities by types of economic activities defined
in p. 3.3 of this Statute, taking into account activity areas defined in p. 1.9 of this Statute;

4.3.2. training, re-training and advanced training of specialists according to obtained
licenses on orders of enterprises, institutions, organizations irrespective of forms of ownership,
local executive authorities, public organizations and under agreements with citizens, foreign
persons and stateless persons with the issuance of the relevant document on education of the state
standard;

4.3.3. development and implementation of scientific, scientific and technical, research,
innovation, scientific and production, production, methodical, creative, cultural and educational,
artistic, sporting, recreational and other programs; .

4.3.4. conclusion of agreements on joint activities with enterprises, institutions and
organizations to perform statutory objectives in accordance with the legislation;

4.3.5. conclusion of agreements with higher education institutions of the 1% to 4%
accreditation levels on the establishment of joint scientific, scientific and technical, research,
innovative, scientific and production, methodical, creative, cultural, artistic, educational, sporting,
recreational and other facilities;

4.3.6. establishment of business associations defined by the current legislation of Ukraine,
entry into associations of enterprises, institutions and organizations, including taking into account
the requirements of international law;

4.3.7. participation in international organizations:



4.3.8. creation and maintenance of its own social base, network of sports, health, medical
and preventive, cultural, and public catering institutions;

4.3.9. organization of international conferences, symposia, congresses, etc.;

4.3.10. provision of paid services according to the list determined by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine, including profile ministries;

4.3.11. provision and receipt of charity assistance;

4.3.12. invitation to specialists on contractual terms, including from abroad;

4.3.13. carrying out foreign economic activity, etc.;

4.3.14. activities subject to licensing according to the current legislation are carried out
after obtaining a license.

5. THE AMOUNT OF MAIN ASSETS (AUTHORIZED CAPITAL)

5.1. To perform statutory objective and carry out economic activities of the Academy, the
owners have formed the authorized capital of the Academy by means of funds and/or property
(fixed assets, material assets, including office equipment, other equipment, etc.).

5.2. The amount of the authorized capital is 15,000 (fifteen thousand) UAH 00 kopeks.

5.3. The deposit of the Founder (owner) to the authorized capital of the Academy can be

money, securities, other things, property rights, unless otherwise stipulated by the current
legislation.

5.4. Monetary estimation of the property contribution of the Founder (owner) is determined A
by the Founders (owners) and approved by the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

5.5. Reduction of the authorized capital is carried out in cases and in the manner determined
by the current legislation of Ukraine, by decision of the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

6. SOURCES OF RECEIPT AND PROCEDURE FOR THE USE OF FUNDS AND
OTHER PROPERTY OF THE ACADEMY. MATERIAL AND TECHNICAL
€ FACILITIES OF THE ACADEMY
6.1. Material and technical facilities of the Academy include buildings, structures, property
complexes, land. communications, equipment, vehicles, equipment and other property values
owned, leased, used on the right of ownership and otherwise legally used by the Academy.
6.2. The Academy within the limits defined by the law and in accordance with the Statute
has the right to:

e property rights to intellectual property objects created by its own funds or funds of .
other legal entities (except for cases defined by law);

o receive funds and material values (buildings. structures, equipment, vehicles, etc.)

from state authorities, local governments, legal entities and individuals, including

charitable assistance;

e conduct financial and economic activities in Ukraine and abroad;

¢ use the property assigned to it on the right of property and on the right of economic

activities, iﬁcluding for business activities, to transfer it to lease and to use in

accordance with the legislation;

e create its own or use under the contract other material and technical facilities to

conduct its own educational, scientific, innovation or economic activities:

e establish and develop its own base of social and household objects, network of -
sports, sanitary, medical, preventive, cultural artistic structural units;

e carry out capital construction, reconstruction, capital and current repairs of fixed

assets; ‘

e * direct funds for social support of the academic, scientific. teaching and other staff

of higher education institutions and students of higher education institutions;



* use separate personal non-property (except for copyright) and property rights to

intellectual property objects created within the Academy as a result of carrying out

scientific, scientific and technical and other activities and registered in the manner

prescribed by the law;

e open accounts. including current and deposit, in national and foreign currency in

accordance with the legislation, use bank loans without restrictions on the right of
borrowing stipulated by the current legislation Ukraine;

e take part in the formation of the authorized capital of the scientific park and other

innovative structures and small enterprises established involving higher education

institutions that develop and implement innovative products by making intangible

assets (property rights to objects of intellectual property rights): '
e establish educational and scientific institutions;

e establish enterprises for innovation activities:

e carry out transfers.in foreign currency contributions for collective membership in

international educational and scientific associations, as well as for subscribing to

foreign scientific publications and access to world information networks and databases;

e take part in the formation of the authorized capital of innovative structures of
different types (scientific, technological parks, business incubators, etc.) by making

intangible assets (property rights to intellectual property objects);

e be the founder (participant) of the Associations of enterprises, institutions,

organizations, etc.

6.3. The Academy’s property is made up of basic means (funds) and working capital, as
well as other values reflected in the independent balance of the Academy.
6.4. Sources of property formation of the Academy:
e funds and property transferred to the Academy by the Founders (owners);

e income received from economic activities;
e loans from banks and other creditors;

e interests received from placing funds of the Academy on deposit accounts in
banking institutions:;

* acquisition of property of other enterprises, institutions and organizations;

e gratuitous or charitable contributions of enterprises, institutions, organizations or
citizens;

e other sources not prohibited by the legislation of Ukraine.

6.5. The amount of tuition fees or payment for additional educational services is set in the
monetary unit of Ukraine — Hryvnia based reasonable economic calculation, taking into account
the appropriate level of profitability, including the official level of inflation in the previous
calendar year. Agreements can be concluded with customers of such services, individuals and legal
entities. Payment of services, including in the application of intellectual property and similar
products, except for the works protected by copyright under agreements concluded with non-
residents and foreign contractors, can be concluded in foreign currency. taking into account the
Ukrainian legislation on foreign economic activity

6.6. The Academy has the right to receive tuition payment in foreign currency for the study
of foreign students, which is credited to the account of the Academy opened in bank institutions
in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine.



6.7. The Academy’s income tax and other types of deductions are conducted in accordance
with the current legislation of Ukraine.

6.8. The right to decide on the alienation of the Academy’s immovable property belongs
exclusively to the General Meeting of Founders (owners). '

6.9. The Academy has the right to insure its property at insurance organizations.

6.10. The Academy estimates are drawn up and approved in accordance with the current
legislation of Ukraine.

6.11. The allocation of expenditures is carried out only within and at the expense of relevant
receipts, taking into account the objective need in funds stipulated by the nature of Academy
activities, meeting the requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine on the priority provision
of expenditures for labor remuneration with calculation, economic maintenance.

6.12. Expenditures for the development of material, technical and laboratory facilities are
planned based on the amount of work done, the necessity of repayment of receivables and
payables, implementation of licensed software products for conducting educational and scientific
activities, etc.

6.13. Revenues are used to finance expenditures for Academy maintenance, _
implementation of goals (objectives, tasks) and areas of Academy activities determined by this
Statute.

6.14. Profit of the Academy is generated from revenues from economic activities after
covering material and equivalent to them costs and expenses for remuneration. The Academy
balance pays interests on bank credits as well as taxes and other payments to the budget stipulated
by the legislation of Ukraine.

6.15. The allocation of net profit between the Founders (owners) of the Academy is carried
out proportionally to the size of their shares in the authorized capital of the Academy. The
allocation of net profit between Founders (owners) of the Academy can be carried out by means
of transfer of immovable property to the Founder (owner) of the Academy.

6.16. All issues related to the allocation of profits and the coverage of possible damages
are considered and approved by the General Meeting of Founders according to the results of the
fiscal year.

7. FOUNDERS (OWNERS) OF THE ACADEMY

7.1. The Founders (owners) of the Academic are persons whose information is entered in
the Unified State Register of Legal Entities, Private Entrepreneurs and Public Organizations.

7.2. The powers of the Founders (owners) on the management of the Academy are
determined by the legislation of Ukraine and this Statute.

7.3. The Founders (owners) do not comply with its obligations and bear the risk of losses
related to Academy activities within the value of their deposits.

7.4. The Founders (owners) carry out their powers on the management of the Academy
through the General Meeting of Founders (owners), Supervisory Board, Revision Committee, as
well as through their assigned authorized persons from the number of the administration staff of
the Academy. ‘

7.5. The Founders (owners) have the right to:

7.5.1. get out from the founding members (owners) in the prescribed manner;

7.3.2. sell or otherwise alienate their share in the authorized capital of the Academy;

7.5.3. take part in the management of the Academy in forms and procedures defined by this
Statute;

7.5.4. receive dividends from Academy activities. This right is given to persons who are
Founders (owners) at the beginning of dividend payment;

7.5.5. appoint their representatives to take part in the General Meeting of Founders
(owners) and withdraw them;

7.5.6. commit other actions stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine and this Statute.

7.6. The Founders (owners) are obliged to:



7.6.1. comply with the requirements of constituent and other internal documents of the
Academy;

7.6.2. fulfill decisions of the General Meeting of Founders (owners);

7.6.3. fulfill their obligations to the Academy. including those related to property
participation;

7.6.4. not disclose commercial secrets and confidential information about Academy
activities;

7.6.5. assist Academy officials in the organization of Academy activities;

7.6.6. not commit actions that can adversely affect activities and functioning of the
Academy, its officials, as well as the educational process;

7.6.7. perform other duties stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine and decisions of the
General Meeting of Founders (owners).

7.7. The Founder who systematically does not perform or improperly performs their duties
or their actions interferes with the achievement of the goal and objectives of the Academy and in
case of violation of the obligation defined in p. 7.6.6. of this Statute can be excluded from the
Academy by the decision of the General Meeting of Founders (owners). Thus, such Founder
(owner) (or their representative) does not take part in the voting.

7.8. The Founder (owner) of the Academy can alienate under a purchase and sale agreement
their share (part of the share) to one or more Founders (owners) of this Academy or third parties
with the consent of the rest of the Founders (owners). The Founders (owners) have the privilege
right to acquire a share in the authorized capital sold by another Founder (owner) at the price and
on the terms offered by the Founder (owner) to the third person proportionally to the share size in
the authorized capital of the Academy belonging to each of them.

The prevailing right of the Founders (owners) to the acquisition of a share in the authorized
capital sold by another Founder (owner) is valid within 30 days from the date of receiving the
notification of the Founder (owner) of the intention to sell the share in the authorized.

The term of the prevailing right mi terminated if, prior to its expiration, written applications
are received from all Founders (owners) of the Academy to exercise or refuse to exercise the
prevailing right to purchase the share.

The Founder (owner) intending to sell their share in the authorized capital to the third party
is obliged to report to the rest of the Founders (owners) with the prices and other conditions of sale
of share. The notification of the Founders (owners) is carried out through the Academy. After
receiving a written notification from the Founder (owner) intending to sell their share in the
authorized capital to the third party, the Academy is obliged to send copies of the notification to -
all other Founders (owners) of the Academy within two working days.

If the Founders (owners) do not use the prevailing right to purchase the share offered for
sale within the deadline stipulated by the Statute, the share in the authorized capital can be sold to
the third party for the price and on the terms reported to the Academy and its Founders (owners).

7.9. When the Founder (owner) leaves the Academy, the value of a part of the property
proportional to their share in the authorized capital of the Academy is paid in favor of the Founder
(owner), which provides for the payment of the value of the net assets of the Academy (the
difference between the assets and liabilities of the Academy). The payment is made after approval
of the report for the year where the Founder (owner) left the Academy and within 12 months from
the date of leaving. The retired Founder (owner) is paid the part of the profit received by the
Academy in a given year until the moment of their withdrawal.

The exclusion of the Founder (owner) from the Academy by the decision of the General
Meeting of Founders (owners) leads to the same consequences. ‘

7.10. The share of the authorized capital is inherited by heirs of the Founder (owner)
according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

If the heir refuses to join the Academy, they are granted a share in the property in cash or
in natural form proportional to the share in the authorized capital of the Academy owned by the



testator, the value of which is determined on the day of the Founder's (owner's) death. In these
cases, the authorized capital of the academy is subject to decrease.

8. STRUCTURE OF THE ACADEMY
8.1. The structure of the Academy is determined in accordance with the Law of Ukraine
On Higher Education, this Statute and key objectives of the Academy.

8.2. The Academy has the following separate structural units:
e Medical and Pharmaceutical College of the International Academy of Ecology and
Medicine;
e Consulting and Preparatory Center of the International Academy of Ecology and
Medicine; .
e Consulting and Preparatory Center for Foreign Citizens of the International
Academy of Ecology and Medicine.

Separate structural units rely on this Statute and Regulations on the relevant structural unit.
8.3. The Academy can establish the following structural units:

e Departments;

e Faculties;

e [nstitutes;

e Colleges;

e Technical schools;

e Branches and representative offices;

e Divisions;

e Subject (Cyclic) Committees;

e (enters;

e Libraries;

e Sports facilities;

° ctc.

Structural units and separate structural units of the Academy are established in accordance
with the current legislation of Ukraine and this Statute. Separate structural units of the Academy
are not legal entities. They are provided with the Academy’s property and operate according to the
approved Regulations. The structural unit is led by the Head appointed in accordance with the
approved Regulations on the Structural Unit. Information about separate structural units of the
Academy is included in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities, Private Entrepreneurs and
Public Organizations.

8.4. Structural units of the Academy can also be:

e Education and Research Institute as a structural unit of the Academy, which unites
relevant Departments, laboratories, research centers and experimental laboratories
conducting educational activities and scientific research;

e Scientific, Education and Research, Research, Scientific and Production, and
Design Institutes, Educational, Scientific and Production Centers (clinics, sectors,
parts, facilities, etc.), Experimental Stations, Laboratories. Design Bureaus,
Departments of Postgraduate and Doctoral Studies, Departments of Postgraduate
Education, Educational and Research Farms, Educational and Production Facilities,
Experimental Enterprises, Clinical Bases of Medical Education Institutions, University -
Clinics (Hospitals), Polygons, Scientific Parks, Technology Parks, other units
providing practical training in certain specialties and conducting scientific research;



e Preparatory Departments (Units), Departments of Staff Re-Training and Advanced
Training, Institutes of Postgraduate Education, Laboratories, Educational and
Methodical Classrooms, Computer and Information Centers, Educational, Production
and Creative Workshops, Educational and Research Farms, Production Structures,
Publishing Houses, Sports Facilities, Cultural and Household Institutions, Student
Sports Centers;

8.5. Military Training Units (Military Institute, College, Faculty or Military Training
Department). The Military Training Unit (a training unit with specific conditions of training —
Institute. College, Faculty or Department) trains cadets (trainees, students) for further service on
positions of officers (sergeants, sergeants major) or chiefs (inspectors) in order to satisfy the needs
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, other military formations. central executive bodies with special
status, Security Service of Ukraine, Foreign Intelligence Service of Ukraine, the central executive
body that ensures the implementation of the State policy in the defense of the State border and
protection of the sovereign rights of Ukraine in its exclusive (maritime) economic zone, the central
executive body that ensures the implementation of the state policy in civil protection, the main -
body in the system of central executive bodies in the formation and implementation of the State
policy in the protection of human rights and freedoms, property, the interests of society and the
State from criminal attacks, and the fight against crime. The Military Institute can consists of
Faculties and Military College. The decision on the establishment of the Military Training Unit is
adopted in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine and this Statute.

e other units whose activities is not prohibited by law.

8.6. The Branch is a separate structural unit of the Academy established to meet the needs
of the regional labor market in appropriate specialists and to approach the place of training of
students to their place of residence. The Branch is not a legal entity and acts in accordance with
the Regulations approved by the Academy and the obtained license for conducting educational
activities. The Branch is led by the Director (Head) appointed by and subordinated to the Rector.
The Director (Head) of the Branch relies on the Regulations on the Separate Structural Unit, the
relevant order or the Power of Attorney. Information about the Branch of the Academy is entered
in the Unified State Electronic Database on Education.

8.7. The Faculty is a structural unit of the Academy. which unites Departments and/or
Laboratories and provides training of students.

The Faculty is managed by the Dean of the Faculty appointed and dismissed by the Rector’s
decision.

The Dean of Faculty should have an academic degree and/or academic (honorary) title
according to the profile of the Faculty (Education and Research Institute).

The Dean of the Faculty can delegate a part of their powers to Deputy Deans. The Dean’s
powers are determined by the Regulations on the Faculty approved by the Academic Council of
the Academy.

The Dean of the Faculty issues orders on activities of the relevant Faculty, which are
obligatory for all participants in the educational process at the Faculty and can be cancelled by the
Rector if they contradict the legislation, the Statute of the Academy, or harm the Academy’s
interests.

Early termination of the Dean’s powers is possible on the following grounds:

e determined by the current legislation of Ukraine on labor, education;

e violation of the current legislation of Ukraine, this Statute. terms and conditions of
the contract by the Dean;

e . committing illegal actions causing damage to the Academy and Founders (owners);
e impossibility to fulfil the work under contract due to disease:



e on the submission of the Academic Council of the Academy or the senior collegiate
body of the Faculty of public self-government with grounds defined by the legislation
of Ukraine on labor, for violation of this Statute and terms and conditions of the
contract;

e other grounds stipulated by the contract and current legislation.

8.8. The Department is the basic structural unit of the Academy that conducts educational,
methodical and/or scientific activities in a certain specialty (specialization) or intersectoral group
of specialties.

The Department is managed by the Head of the Department appointed and dismissed by
the Rector’s decision.

The Head of the Department should have an academic degree and/or academic (honorary)
title in accordance with the profile of the Department.

8.9. The Academic Council of structural units with powers determined by the Academic
Council of the Academy can be established at the Academy according to its Statute. The Academic
Council of the Academy can delegate a part of its powers to Academic Councils of structural units.
The composition of relevant Academic Councils is formed on the principles defined by this Statute
to establish the Academic Council of the Academy.

8.10. The Academy has the right to establish representative offices in Ukraine and abroad,
taking into account the requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine, international law,
international agreements, the consent of which is required by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

8.11. Separate structural units of the Academy are established by the decision of the
Academic Council of the Academy, at the submission of the Rector of the Academy, and operate
in accordance with the separate Regulations developed in accordance with the current legislation
of Ukraine and this Statute.

9. GOVERNING BODIES OF THE ACADEMY

9.1. The Academy’s governing bodies are:

9.1.1. General Meeting of Founders (owners).

9.1.2. Rector.

9.1.3. Supervisory Board.

9.1.4. Academic Council of the Academy.

9.1.5. The Audit Committee (Auditor).

9.1.6. Working bodies (Rector’s Office, Admissions Committee, etc.).

9.2. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) is the supreme administrative body of the
Academy.

9.3. The executive body of the Academy is the Rector of the Academy responsible for the
current management of the Academy (hereinafter referred to as the Rector).

9.4. The Supervisory Board is the collegial body supervising the management of the
Academy property and observing the purpose of its creation.

9.5. The Academic Council is a collegial body of the Academy administration.

9.6. The control body of the Academy’s financial and economic activities is the Audit
Committee.

9.7. Working and advisory bodies are established to address current issues of the Academy.

9.8. In case of liquidation of the Company, the powers of Company management are
transferred to the Liquidation Committee. '

10. GENERAL MEETING OF FOUNDERS (OWNERS)
10.1. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) is the supreme body of the Academy,
which consists of the founders (owners) of the Academy or their appointed representatives.
Representatives of the founders (owners) can be permanent or appointed for a certain period. The



founder (owner) has the right to replace their representative at any time at the General Meeting of
Founders (owners).

10.2. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) elect the Chair of the General Meeting of
Founders (owners) who perform their functions until the next General Meeting of Founders
(owners) and the election of another person.

The Chair of the General Meeting of Founders (owners): heads the General Meeting of
Founders (owners); convokes the General Meeting of Founders (owners) according to the
procedure stipulated by this Statute: signs all documents adopted by the General Meeting of
Founders (owners), unless otherwise stipulated by the decision of the General Meeting of Founders
(owners): signs an Employment Agreement (Contract) with the Rector, unless otherwise provided
by the decision of the General Meeting of Founders (owners); performs other duties delegated by
this Statute and defined by the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

10.3. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) (regular and extraordinary) is conducted -
at the main place of Academy activities or elsewhere in Ukraine or abroad.

10.4. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) is convened at the time defined by the
Chair, but in any case, at least once a year. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) is conducted
to approve the annual report on Academy activities as well as to address other issues within the
competence of the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

10.5. The Rector of the Academy informs the founders (owners) of the time, place and
agenda of General Meeting of Founders (owners) at least 30 calendar days before the regular
General Meeting.

The founders (owners) of the Academy are notified in writing about holding the General
Meeting no later than 30 days before the General Meeting of Founders (owners). Notification of
the General Meeting of Founders (owners) can be sent in writing by registered mail, by Teletype,
Telegraph, telefax or delivered in person.

Any of the Founders (owners) is entitled to demand consideration of the issue at the General °
Mecting of Founders (owners) if it was delivered no later than 25 days before the meeting.

The Founders (owners) should be given the opportunity to look through the documents
submitted for consideration in accordance with the agenda of the General Meeting of Founders
(owners) no later than 7 days before the convening of the General Meeting.

Decisions on issues not included in the agenda can be made only with the consent of all
Founders (owners) present at the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

10.6. An extraordinary meeting is convened by the Rector of the Academy or the Chair of
the General Meeting of Founders (owners) in the manner stipulated in p. 10.5 of this Statute under
the following conditions:

1) the emergence of the need to recognize the Academy insolvent:

2) death of the individual — the Founder (owner) of the Academy and the desire of heirs to
exercise their preferential right of entering the Academy;

3) liquidation, reorganization of the legal entity — the Founder (owner) of the Academy;

4) alienation of the owner's (participant’s) share (part of the share);

5) in other cases when it is required by the Academy’s interests and in cases stipulated by
the current legislation of Ukraine.

The Founders (owners) of the Academy who possess more than 20 interest votes have the
right to demand the convocation of the extraordinary General Meeting of Founders (owners) at
any time and for any reason concerning Academy activities. If the Rector of the Academy fails to
meet this requirement during 25 days, they are entitled to convene the General Meeting of
Founders (owners) on their own.

It is allowed to convene the extraordinary General Meeting of Founders (owners) on
Academy activities at any time and without complying with the deadline for notifying the Founders
(owners) stipulated in p. 10.5 of this Statute on request of the Founders (owners) of the Academy
who possess more than 20 interest votes. In this case, the Founder (owner) initiating the convening
of the extraordinary General Meeting informs other Founders (owners) about the date, time, place



and agenda of the extraordinary General Meeting of Founders (owners) of the Academy in any
way specified in p. 10.5 of this Statute.

10.7. The Founder (owner) who has not received notification of the General Meeting of
Founders (owners) or received it with a delay against the deadlines stipulated in p. 5. but attended
the General Meeting of Founders (owners) is not entitled to dispute the decisions adopted at the -
General Meeting of Founders (owners) only on the grounds that they were not provided a
notification of the General Meeting of Founders (owners) in accordance with p. 10.5 of this Statute.

If the Founder (owner) or their representative did not attend the General Meeting of
Founders (owners) (regular or extraordinary) due to failure to receive the notification of the
General Meeting of Founders (owners) or receipt of such notification with delay, on grounds
beyond the control of the sender of such notification, provided that such notification was sent in
accordance with the procedure stipulated by this Statute, the above can not be a ground for
disputing the decisions made at the General Meeting of Founders (owners) by such Founder
(owner).

10.8. The General Meeting of Founders (owners) is considered authorized if it is attended
the Founders (owners) or their representatives who possess more than 50 interest votes.

10.9. The Founders (owners) have the number of votes proportional to the size of their
shares in the authorized capital of the Academy. 1% (one percent) of the authorized capital of the
Academy equals 1 (one) vote.

10.10. The General Meeting of Founders (owners):

1) defines key areas of Academy activities as well as approves plans and reports on their
implementation;

2) approves the Statute of the Academy and, by agreement with the supreme collegial body
of public self-government of the Academy, introduces amendments, additions, or approves a new
version;

3) decides to increase or decrease the authorized capital (amount of fixed assets) of the
Academy:

4) solves the issue of withdrawal from the Founders (owners) or the entrance to the
Founders (owners);

5) resolves the issue of exclusion of the Founder (owner) of the Academy; .

6) decides on the reorganization or liquidation of the Academy. the appointment of the
Liquidation Committee, approval of the liquidation balance;

7) makes decisions on alienation of immovable property and fixed assets of the Academy;

8) agrees on the conclusion of agreements concluded for a sum exceeding the size defined
by the General Meeting of Founders (owners);

9) decides on the acquisition or alienation of the immovable property of the Academy;

10) decides on the burden of Academy property;

11) appoints and dismisses the Rector;

12) appoints and dismisses the Acting Rector;

13) defines the forms of control over Rector’s activities;

14) supervises the financial and economic activities of the Academy, observance of the
Academy Statute;

15) approves annual results of Academy activities, profit distribution and losses of the -
Academy:

16) agrees on the structure of the Academy;

17) determines the terms of labor remuneration of the Rector and Vice-Rectors of the
Academy;

18) agrees on the appointment and dismissal of Vice-Rectors of the Academy on Rector’s
submission; ,

19) approves the functional duties of Vice-Rectors of the Academy on Rector’s submission;

20) defines and change the axis signed by the signature on behalf of the Academy:

21) exercises other powers stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine and this Statute.



10.11. The founders can delegate some of their powers to the Rector or another governing
body or the official of the Academy.

10.12. Decisions on the issues specified in p.p. 2), 3), 4), 5), 6), 7). 8). 9). 10), 11), 12), 20)
of p. 10.10. of this statute are considered adopted if they are voted for by the Founders (owners)
possessing in total more than 50 percent of the total number of votes of the Founders (owners) of
the Academy. Decisions on other issues are made by a simple majority of votes, unless otherwise
stipulated by law.

11. RECTOR

11.1. The Rector is the main executive body and official of the Academy who directly
manages Academy activities.

11.2. The Rector is the representative of the Academy in relations with public authorities,
local self-government bodies, legal entities and individuals, and acts without a Power of Attorney
within the powers stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine, this Statute and the contract.

11.3. The Rector is appointed and dismissed on the decision of the General Meeting of
Founders (owners).

11.4. A candidate for the position of the Rector should be fluent in the state language, have
an academic title and an academic degree, as well as at least 10 years of academic experience.

11.5. The terms and conditions of the contract with the Rector (rights, duties and
responsibilities, size and procedure for payment of wages, compensations, additional grounds for
dismissal) are determined by the General Meeting of Founders (owners), the Chair of the General -
Meeting of Founders (owners) or a person authorized by the General Meeting of Founders
(owners).

11.6. The Rector implements the decisions of the General Meeting of Founders (owners),
the Supervisory Board, the Academic Council of the Academy and other persons authorized by
the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

11.7. The Rector is responsible for the results of financial and economic activities, the state
and conservation of real estate and other property of the Academy.

11.8. The Rector of the Academy within their powers:

1) organizes educational activities of the Academy;

2) defines the structure of the Academy;

3) develops and approves the staffing of the Academy;

4) ensures the fulfilment of the financial plan (estimate);

5) concludes contracts for the amount not exceeding the amount determined by the General -
Meeting of Founders (owners). The conclusion of contracts for the amount exceeding the amount
determined by the General Meeting of Founders (owners) is possible only with the consent of the
General Meeting of Founders (owners);

6) approves the cost of tuition and other educational services in the prescribed manner;

7) issues orders and instructions concerning educational activities of the Academy, which
are obligatory for all participants in the educational process and separate structural units of the
Academy; )

8) is responsible for educational, scientific, scientific and technical, and innovative
activities at the Academy;

9) coordinates the work of the Academic Council with other bodies of the Academy;

10) organizes the implementation of the decisions of the Academic Council of the
Academy and the General Meeting of Founders (owners); _

11) represents the Academy in state and other bodies, is responsible for the results of its
activities before the General Meeting of Founders (owners):

12) approves Regulations on Separate Structural Units, issues Powers of Attorney to Heads
of separate structural units and other officials of the Academy for the performance of their
functions and powers that do not contradict the Ukrainian legislation;

13) is the manager of property and funds within their powers;



14) issues orders, opens bank accounts;

15) hires and dismisses the staff;

16) ensures labor protection, compliance with the law and order;

17) defines the functional duties of employees, except for cases specified by the Statute;

18) controls the compliance with staffing and financial discipline all units;

19) ensures professional secrecy;

20) contributes to the teamwork and creates conditions for efficient activities;

21) submits the internal regulations and a collective agreement for the approval of the
General Work Team Meeting and signs it after approval;

22) ensures the creation of conditions for efficient and open public control over activities
of the higher education institution;

23) concludes agreements and contracts on the provision of educational services, on
accommodation in the Academy’s dormitory; '

24) forms the student population of the Academy;

25) supervises the implementation of curricula and programs;

26) expels from the Academy and re-admit students on the grounds stipulated by the
legislation of Ukraine on education and higher education;

27) contributes to the work and creates conditions for activities of student self-government
bodies, work team, trade unions of academics and students. and public organizations operating at
the Academy; ’

28) contributes to the promotion of a healthy lifestyle among students, enhancing sports
and recreation facilities of the Academy, creating appropriate conditions for engagement in mass
sports;

29) carries out control over the quality of work of the teaching, academic, scientific and
other staff;

30) is responsible for the performance of the Academy before the Founders (owners);

31) carries out other powers determined by the Statute.

11.9. The Rector can delegate a part of their powers to Vice-Rectors and Heads of structural
units in accordance with the Statute and in agreement with the General Meeting of Founders
(owners);

11.10. The Rector reports annually to the General Meeting of Founders and the supreme
collegiate body of the public self-government of the Academy.

11.11. The Rector can be dismissed by the General Meeting of Founders (owners) or its
authorized person on the grounds determined by the legislation of Ukraine. this Statute and the
concluded contract.

11.12. Early termination of the contract with the Rector is possible on the following
grounds:

1) determined by the current legislation of Ukraine on labor and education; :

2) violation of the current legislation, this Statute, the terms and conditions of the contract
by the Rector:;

3) committing unlawful actions that damaged the Academy and/or Founders (owners);

4) impossibility of performing contract work due to illness;

5) on other grounds specified by the contract and the current legislation of Ukraine.

12. SUPERVISORY BOARD

12.1. The Supervisory Board is a collegiate body monitoring the management of the
Academy’s property and the observance of the purpose of its creation.

12.1.1. The Supervisory Board of the Academy:

12.1.1.1. considers the ways of perspective development of the Academy;

12.1.1.2. facilitates the attraction of financial resources to ensure its activity in the main
areas of development and control over their use, efficient interaction of the Academy with state -
and local authorities, the scientific community, social and political organizations, and economic



entities in the interests of development and quality improvement of educational activities and
competitiveness of the Academy;

12.1.1.3. exercises public control over the Academy administration, observance of the
current legislation and the Statute of the Academy; listens to reports by the Rector of the Academy
on the implementation of statutory obligations of the Academy;

12.1.1.4. controls the property management by the Academy administration within its
competence;

12.1.1.5. searches for ways to expand and improve the international cooperation of the
Academy;

12.1.1.6. has the right to take part in meetings of the Academy administration, Academic
Council of the Academy, Academic Councils of its structural units, and any other structural units
of the Academy with the right of an advisory vote.

12.2. The Supervisory Board is established by the decision of the General Meeting of
Founders (owners).

12.3. The personal and quantitative composition of the Supervisory Board, the procedure
for its establishment, the term of its powers, the competence and procedure of its activities, the
procedure and grounds for termination of the powers of its members are determined by the -
Regulations on the Supervisory Board approved by the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

12.4. The Academy staff cannot be members of the Supervisory Board.

12.5. The Supervisory Board has the right to submit the recall of the Rector of the Academy
on the grounds stipulated by law, this Statute and the contract to the General Meeting of Founders
(owners).

13. AUDIT COMMITTEE

13.1. Control over the financial and economic activities of the Academy is carried out by
the Audit Committee (Auditor). The Audit Committee (Auditor) exercises its powers in
accordance with this Statute and the Regulations on the Audit Committee.

13.2. The Audit Committee (Auditor) is elected by the General Meeting of Founders
(owners) or their authorized person.

13.3. Inspection of Academy activities is carried out by the Audit Committee on behalf of -
the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

13.4. The Audit Committee reports on the results of its inspections at the General Meeting
of Founders (owners). The Audit Committee draws up a conclusion on the annual reports and
balance sheets.

13.5. An extraordinary General Meeting of Founders (owners) are convened at the request
of the Audit Committee in case of detecting the threat to the essential interests of the Academy or
the Founders (owners) or abuses of the Academy officials.

14. ACADEMIC COUNCIL

14.1. The Academic Council is a collegiate governing body of the Academy established
for five years and whosé membership is approved by the order of the Rector of the Academy. The
composition of the Academic Council is approved by the order of the Rector within five working
days from the date of termination of the powers of the previous composition of the Academic
Council of the Academy.

14.2. The Academic Council of the Academy relies on the legislation of Ukraine, this
Statute and the Regulations on the Academic Council of the Academy.

14.3. The personal composition of the Academic Council of the Academy is approved by
the order of the Rector of the Academy. At the same time, not less than 75 percent of the total
number of Academic Council members of the Academy should be scientific and academic staff of
the Academy and not less than 10 percent — elected representatives from the number of students
of the Academy.



14.4. The Academic Council of the Academy is headed by the Chair of the Academic
Council elected by secret voting among Academic Council members with an academic degree
and/or academic (honorary) title for the term of the Academic Council. The Academic Council
elects the Vice-Chair of the Academic Council in the same manner.

14.5. The Chair of the Academic Council carries out general management of the Academic
Council of the Academy, determines the procedure for its operations, coordinates the work of
structural units and the Academy staff to prepare materials on issues submitted for consideration
by the Academic Council and presides at its meetings. In the absence of the Chair of the Academic
Council, the Deputy Chair of the Academic Council carries out its activities. ‘

14.6. The Academic Council of the Academy includes the Rector., Vice-Rectors, Heads of
Faculties (Education and Research Institutes), Academic Secretary, Director of the Library, Chief
Accountant, Heads of self-government bodies and elective bodies of primary trade union
organizations of higher education institutions, as well as elected representatives representing the
scientific and academic staff and elected among the Heads of Departments, Professors, PhDs,
Doctors of Sciences, elected representatives representing other employees of the higher education
institution and working on it on an ongoing basis, elected representatives of postgraduate students,
doctoral students, trainees, assistant interns, interns, resident physicians, clinical residents, Heads
of elective bodies of primary trade union organizations of students and postgraduates, Heads of
student self-government bodies of the higher education institution in accordance with the quotas
determined by the Statute of the higher education institution.

14.7. Elections to the Academic Council begin 30 (thirty) calendar days before the
expiration of the powers of the previous composition of the Academic Council.

14.8. Functions of the secretary of the Academic Council are performed by the Academic
Secretary who convenes its meeting on the instructions of the Chair of the Academic Council,
ensures the organization of its activities, preparation of its work plans, the agenda of Academic
Council meetings, taking into account the suggestions by its members, monitors the
implementation of the decisions of the Academic Council and regularly informs the Chair of the
Academic Council about the course of their implementation.

14.9. The Academic Council of the Academy:

1) determines the strategy and perspective development areas of educational, scientific and
innovative activities of the Academy:

2) develops the draft Statute of the Higher Education Institution as well as the decision on
amendments and additions thereto and submits them to the higher collegiate body of the public
self-government;

3) approves the financial plan and the annual financial report of the Academy;

4) determines the system and approves the procedures for the internal quality assurance of
higher education;

5) approves a decision on the establishment and termination of structural units on the
submission of the Rector of the Academy;

6) approves educational programs and curricula for each level of higher education and
specialty; '

7) adopts decisions on the organization of the educational process, defines the terms of
training at the appropriate levels;

8) approves the sample and procedure for producing documents on higher education,
including joint and double diplomas;

9) adopts the main areas of research and innovation activities;

10) assesses academic activities of structural units;

11) assigns academic titles of Professor, Associate Professor and Senior Researcher, and
submits relevant decisions for approval to the certification body of the central executive authority
on the development of state policy in education and science;



12) makes final decisions on the recognition of foreign documents on higher education, -
degrees and academic titles when recruiting the teaching, scientific, academic and other staff, as
well as when enrolling applicants;

13) makes final decisions on the recognition of documents on higher education issued by
higher spiritual education institutions, the Statutes (Regulations) of which are registered in
accordance with the procedure stipulated by law, when enrolling applicants;

14) approves the Regulations on Direct Secret Election of elected representatives among
the number of students;

15) considers other issues of Academy activities in accordance with the Statute.

14.10. Decisions of the Academic Council of the Academy are put into effect by the
decisions of the Rector of the Academy.

14.11. Academic Councils of structural units with powers determined by the Academic
Council of the Academy in accordance with the Statute can be established at the Academy. The
Academic Council of the Academy can delegate a part of its powers to Academic Councils of
structural units. The composition of the respective Academic Councils is formed on the principles
stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine on higher education.

15. WORKING AND ADVISORY BODIES

15.1. Working and advisory bodies are established to solve current issues of the Academy
by the Rector’s decision.

15.2. To solve current issues, the Academy establishes the following working and advisory
bodies:

* Rector’s Office;

* Dean’s Office;

* Admissions Committee;

* Administrative Council, etc. .

15.3. The Rector’s Office is a working body established to address the current issues of the
Academy. The Rector’s Office approved by the Rector includes: Rector, Vice-Rectors, Deans of
Faculties, Academic Secretary of the Academy, Chief Accountant, Heads of Structural Units,
Executive Secretary of the Admissions Committee.

15.4. The Admission Committee is a working body established to organize the admission
of applicants, develop Admission Rules of the Academy and other necessary documents in
accordance with the current legislation.

The composition of the Admissions Committee is approved by the Rector of the Academy
who is the Chair of the Admissions Committee. The term of powers of the Admissions Committee
is one calendar year.

The Admissions Committee within its powers:

* coordinates activities of Academy units engaged in career guidance of youth;

e arranges acceptance of documents, makes decisions on admission of applicants to
entrance examinations, determines Academy admission conditions;

« carries out control over the work of Subject Examination Committees;

* monitors technical, informational and household services to ensure the organization and
admission of students.

15.5. The Academy can establish other working bodies by the decision of the Rector or the
Academic Council.

15.6. Working bodies of the Academy act according to the legislation. this Statute and their
Regulations approved by the Academic Council.

15.7. In order to develop strategies and areas for conducting educational and/or scientific
activities, the Academy can establish advisory bodies on a voluntary basis with the Regulations
approved by the Academic Council of the Academy.

16. PUBLIC AUTHORITIES



16.1. The supreme collegiate body of the public self-government of the Academy is the
General Work Team Meeting (Conference), including elected representatives of students.

16.2. The General Work Team Meeting (Conference) of the Academy is convened at the
initiative of the Rector, the Vice-Rector or the Academic Council of the Academy, as well as at
least one third of the employees of structural units.

16.3. The General Work Team Meeting of the Academy includes all full-time Academy
staff and elected representatives of students. Part-time employees, including the scientific,
academic and teaching staff of structural units, do not take part in the General Work Team Meeting
(Conference) and can not be elected by their delegates.

16.4. Elected representatives of students at the General Work Team Meeting of the
Academy are elected by Academy students through direct secret or open voting.

16.5. The General Work Team Meeting of the Academy is deemed valid if at least half of
the full-time employees are present.

16.6. The decision of the General Work Team Meeting of the Academy is drawn up in two
copies signed by the Chair and Secretary of the General Work Team Meeting of the Academy.

16.7. The General Work Team Conference is an elected body of the public self-government
of the Academy. The General Work Team Conference of the Academy should present all
categories of participants in the Academy’s educational process. At the same time, at least 75
percent of the delegates (members) of the elective body should be the full-time scientific, academic
and teaching staff of the Academy and at least 15 percent should be elected representatives from
the number of students (cadets) elected by students (cadets) through direct secret elections.

16.8. Delegates of General Work Team Conference of the Academy are elected by the
General Work Team Meeting of Institutes (Faculties) and other structural units and students by
direct secret or open voting within the quotas stipulated by the Regulations on the Work Team
Conference of the Academy.

16.9. The procedure for convening, making decisions by the General Work Team Meeting
(Conference) of the Academy, the quantitative composition, is determined by this Statute and the
Regulations on the General Work Team Meeting (Conference) of the Academy approved by the
Academic Council of the Academy in agreement with the Rector.

16.10. The supreme collegiate body of the public self-government is convened at least once
a year. The composition of the supreme collegial body of the public self-government should
comply with the current legislation of Ukraine, including legislation on higher education.

6.11. The supreme collegiate body of the public self-government:

* elects members of the Work Team Council representing the interests of the supreme
collegial body of the public self-government and approves the Regulations on the Work Team
Council;

* agrees the Statute of the Academy or amendments (additions) to it on submission of the
Academic Council of the Academy;

« listens to an annual report of the Rector of the Academy and assesses their activities:

* selects a labor disputes committee in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine on labor;

* approves the internal regulations of the Academy and concludes the Collective
Agreement on behalf of the Chair of the Work Team Council;

« considers other issues related to Academy activities. :

16.12. Structural units and separate structural units of the Academy can establish their own
self-governing bodies of the public self-government whose activities should comply with the
current legislation of Ukraine, including legislation on higher education.

16.13. The procedure for convening a public self-government body of the Faculty and its
activities is determined by this Statute and the Regulations on the Work Team Meeting
(Conference) of the Faculty approved by the Academic Council of the Academy in agreement with
the Rector.

16.14. The public self-government body of the Faculty should present all categories of the
Faculty staff and elected representatives from the number of students. At the same time, at least



75 percent of the delegates (members) of the elective body should be the scientific and academic
staff of the Faculty and at least 15 percent should be elected representatives from the number of
students elected by through direct secret elections.

16.15. A meeting (conference) of the participants in the educational process of the Faculty
is convened at least once a year.

16.16. The self-governing body of the Faculty:

16.16.1. assesses activities of the Dean (Director) of the Faculty;

16.16.2. approves the annual report on the Faculty;

16.16.3. submits suggestions on dismissal of the Dean of the Faculty on the grounds’
stipulated by the legislation of Ukraine, this Statute and the concluded contract to the Rector:;

16.16.4. elects elected representatives to the Academic Council of the Faculty;

16.16.5. elects delegates to the supreme collegiate body of public self-government of the
Academy.

17. STUDENT SELF-GOVERNMENT BODIES. SCIENTIFIC SOCIETIES OF

STUDENTS, POSTGRADUATES, DOCTORAL STUDENTS AND YOUNG

| SCIENTISTS

17.1. The student self-government operates at the Academy, its separate structural units
and structural units, which is an integral part of the public self-government. The student self-
government unites all students of the Academy. All Academy students have equal rights and can
be elected to working, advisory, elective and other bodies of the student self-government. The
student self-government protects the rights and interests of students and their participation in the
Academy management. The student self-government is conducted directly by students and via
student self-government bodies elected by secret voting of students.

17.2. Student self-government bodies rely on the Constitution of Ukraine, the legislation
on higher education, international agreements, the consent of which is required by the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine, international law (applies exclusively to participants in foreign economic
activities), the Statute of the Academy and the Regulations on the Student Self-Government
approved by the supreme body of the public self-government of the Academy after the approval
of the supreme body of the student self-government.

17.3. Student self-government bodies operate on the following principles:

e voluntariness, collegiality and transparency;

e clectability and accountability of student self-government bodies;

e quality of the right of students to participate in student self-government;
e independence from any influence of political parties and religious organizations.

17.4. The student self-government is carried out at the level of a student group, Institute
(Faculty), Department, separate structural unit, structural unit, dormitory (student campus),
Academy. Student self-government bodies can have various forms (parliament, senate, old-rule,
student’s administratien, student’s deanship, councils, etc.). Representative, executive and
controlling bodies of student self-government are elected for a term determined by the current
legislation of Ukraine. The term of stay of the Head and Deputy Head of the student self-
government is determined by the legislation on higher education.

17.5. Student self-government bodies:

e take part in the Academy management in the manner prescribed by the Law of

Ukraine On Higher Education and this Statute;
e take part in discussing and solving issues of improving the educational process,
research activities, organizing leisure, health improvement, life and nutrition;

e. carry out organizational, educational, scientific, sports, health improving and other
activities;



e take part in activities (processes) to ensure the quality of higher education and
education as a whole;

e protect the rights and interests of students;

e delegate their representatives to working, consultative and advisory bodies;

e adopt acts regulating their organization and activities;

e if necessary, take part in solving issues of ensuring proper living conditions for
students in dormitories and organizing meals for students;

e dispose of funds and other property that they can allocate, etc.

17.6. The Academy makes the following decisions in coordination with student self-
government bodies:

e cxpulsion and re-admission of Academy students;

e if necessary, accommodation and eviction of Academy students in the dormitory,
activities of campuses and dormitories for the accommodation of Academy students;
e approval of the Academy internal regulations concerning students;

e activities of dormitories for the accommodation of Academy students.

17.7. The supreme body of student self-government is the General Student Meeting
(Conference) that:

e adopts the Regulations on the Student Self-Government, determines the structure,
powers and procedure for direct secret elections of representative and executive bodies
of the student self-government;

e listens to reports of representative, executive and auditing bodies of the student self-
government, gives them the appropriate assessment;

e approves the procedure for using property and funds of student self-government
bodies allocated to them, supporting student initiatives on a competitive basis, etc.

17.8. The Academy Administration has no right to interfere with activities of student self-
government bodies, except when such activity is contrary to the legislation of Ukraine, the Statute
of the Academy or harms the interests of the Academy.

17.9. The Rector of the Academy, if necessary, contributes to the creation of proper
conditions for activities of student self-government bodies (provides premises, furniture, office
equipment, telephone communication, permanent access to the Internet, space for the installation
of information stands, etc.). The financial basis of the student self-government, if necessary, is
determined by the legislation on higher education.

17.10. The Academy and its separate structural units have scientific societies of students,
postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists who are part of the system of public self-
government. Students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists take part in the work
of the scientific community of persons under the age of 35 (40 years for doctoral students) who
study or work at the Academy.

17.11. The Scientific Society of Students, Postgraduates, Doctoral Students and Young
Scientists protects the rights and interests of persons studying or working at the Academy, in
particular, in matters of scientific activities, support of knowledge-based ideas, innovations and
knowledge sharing.

17.12. Scientific societies of students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists
rely on the current legislation of Ukraine, international agreement, the consent of which is required
by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, international law (applies exclusively to participants in foreign
economic activities), the Statute of the Academy and the Regulations on Scientific Societies of
Students, Postgraduates, Doctoral Students and Young Scientists.



17.13. Scientific societies of students, postgraduates. doctoral students and young scientists
operate on the principles:

e freedom of scientific creativity;

e voluntariness, collegiality, transparency;

e the equality of the right of students to take part in activities of scientific societies of -
students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists.

17.14. Scientific societies of students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young
scientists:

e adopt acts regulating their organization and activities;

e conduct organizational, scientific and educational events;

e promote scientific activities among students, attract students to scientific work and
innovation activities;

e represent the interests of students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young
scientists before the Academy administration and other organizations on research and
development of academic careers;

e contribute to improving the quality of scientific research;

facilitate the exchange of information between young scientists and researchers;

promote the development of inter-university and international cooperation;

e interact with the National Academy of Sciences and national industry-specific
academies of sciences, scientific and research institutions;

e perform other functions stipulated by the Regulations on Scientific Societies of
Students (Cadets, Trainees), Postgraduates, Doctoral Students and Young Scientists
and the current legislation of Ukraine.

17.15. Governing bodies of scientific societies of students, postgraduates, doctoral students
and young scientists are established on a democratic basis through elections. The structure of the
scientific community of students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists and the
organizational mechanism of its activities are determined by the Regulations approved by the
supreme collegiate body of the public self-government of the Academy.

17.16. The Administration of the Academy has no right to interfere in activities of scientific
societies of students, postgraduates, doctoral students and young scientists, except when such
activity is contrary to the legislation of Ukraine, the Statute of the Academy or harms the interests
of the Academy.

17.17. The Rector of the Academy, if necessary, fully supports the creation of appropriate
conditions for activities of the scientific community of students, postgraduates, doctoral students
and young scientists (provides premises, furniture, office equipment, telephone communication,
permanent access to the Internet, space for the installation of information stands, etc.). The
financial basis of a scientific society, if necessary, is determined by the Ukrainian legislation on
higher education.

18. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE ACADEMIC, SCIENTIFIC AND
TEACHING STAFF, GUARANTEES AND ADVANCED TRAINING
18.1. The academic, scientific and teaching staff have the right to:

e academic freedom implemented in the interests of the individual, society and
humankind as a whole;

- academic mobility for conducting professional activities;

e protect professional honor and dignity;



¢ take part in the discussion and resolution of issues related to Academy activities;

e c¢lect and be elected to the Work Team General Meeting (Conference) and the
Academic Council of the Academy, the Teaching Council of the separate structural
unit;

e choose methods and means of training that provide the high quality of the
educational process;

e appropriate working conditions, improve their skills, recreation and life stipulated
by regulatory acts of the Academy, the terms and conditions of individual employment
contracts, collective agreements and the current legislation of Ukraine;

e use library, information resources, educational, scientific. sports, cultural and
educational units of the Academy for free;

e protect intellectual property rights;

e advanced training and internship;

e take part in public-associations;

e social and pension provision in accordance with the procedure stipulated by the
legislation, etc.

18.2. The academic, scientific and teaching staff also have other rights stipulated by the
current legislation and this Statute. The academic and scientific staff at higher education
institutions are subject to all the rights stipulated by the legislation for scientific workers of
scientific institutions.

18.3. The academic, scientific and teaching staff are obliged to:
e teach academic disciplines at a high scientific, theoretical and methodical level in
the relevant educational program in the specialty, conduct research activities (for
academic staff);

e advance professional level, teaching skills, scientific qualification (for academic
staft):

e comply with teaching ethics, morality, respect the dignity of persons enrolled in the
Academy, to promote love for Ukraine, educate them in the spirit of Ukrainian
patriotism and respect for the Constitution of Ukraine and the state symbols of Ukraine;
e develop the independence, initiative, and creativity of Academy students;

e comply with the Statute of the Academy, the current legislation of Ukraine,
international agreements ratified by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, international law
(exclusively for participants in foreign economic activities).

18.4. The academic, scientific, teaching and other staff at higher education institutions are
provided with proper conditions for work, advanced training, organization of everyday life,
recreation and medical services; compensations are paid in case of loss of work in accordance with
the legislation.

18.5. The academic. scientific and teaching staff of the Academy are assigned additional
payments determined by the current legislation of Ukraine.

18.6. The Rector of the Academy, on the submission of the Vice-Rector elected by the
General Meeting of Founders (owners) as their representative, stipulates the procedure, the amount
of additional payments, allowances, awards, material assistance and encouragement for the
teaching, academic, scientific dnd other staff of the Academy in accordance with the legislation
and the Collective agreement.



18.7. The teaching and academic staff undergo advanced training and internships at -
relevant scientific and education institutions, higher education institutions, as well as at
enterprises, institutions, organizations, state and local authorities both in Ukraine and abroad.

18.8. The Academy has the right to provide advanced training and internships for the
teaching and academic staff.

18.9. Results of advanced training and internships are taken into account: during the
certification of the teaching staff; during election to a position by competition or conclusion of an
employment contract with the academic staff.

19. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF STUDENTS

19.1. Academy students have the right to:

* selection of a mode of study when entering the Academy;

» safe and harmless conditions of study, work and life;

* work outside of study hours;

* additional paid leave due to study at the main place of work, reduced working hours and
other benefits stipulated by the legislation for persons combining work and education;

» free use of libraries, information collections, academic, scientific and sports facilities of
the Academy;

* use industrial, cultural, household and recreation facilities of the Academy in the manner
prescribed by the Statute of the Academy;

* if necessary, provision of a dormitory for the term of training in the manner prescribed
by the legislation;

* take part in research and development works, conferences, symposia, exhibitions,
contests, presentations of their works for publications;

« take part in educational, scientific, research, sports, artistic and social activities conducted
in Ukraine and abroad in accordance with the procedure stipulated by law: _

* take part in the discussion and resolution of issues related to the improvement of the
educational process, research activities, the appointment of scholarships, organization of leisure,
life, health improvement;

» take part in public associations;

« take part in activities of public self-government bodies of the Academy, separate
structural units, Faculties, Departments, Academic Council of the Academy, student self-
government bodies;

* academic mobility, including international one;

* receive social assistance in cases stipulated by law:;

¢ crediting of periods of full-time study at the Academy, postgraduate studies, doctoral
studies, clinical residency, internship and residency in the insurance period in accordance with the
Law of Ukraine On Compulsory State Pension Insurance in case of voluntary payment of insurance
fees:

* academic leave or a break in studies with the preservation of certain rights of the student,
as well as the re-admission in the manner stipulated by the central executive body for the
development of the state policy in education and science;

* take part in the development of an individual curriculum;

* moral and/or material incentives for academic achievements, research and public work,
artistic and sporting achievements, etc.;

* protection from all forms of exploitation, physical and mental violence;

* undergo practical training at enterprises, institutions and organizations, as well as to labor
remuneration while performing production functions in accordance with the legislation;

* vacation leave of at least eight calendar weeks per academic year:

e appeals against actions of the governing bodies of the Academy and their officials,
teaching and academic staff, etc.



19.2. Full-time Academy students can receive other scholarships prescribed by individuals
(legal entities). Full-time Academy students have the right to privileged transportation in the
manner stipulated by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

19.3. Academy students have the right to receive a student ID card. the model of which is
approved by the central executive body for the development of the state policy in education and -
science.

19.4. Academy students are obliged to:

* adhere to the legislation of Ukraine, the Statute of the Academy and the internal
regulations of the Academy:

* comply with the requirements of occupational safety, industrial sanitation and fire safety
stipulated by the relevant rules and instructions;

« fulfill the requirements of the educational (scientific) program.

20. ORGANIZATION OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

20.1. The educational process is an intellectual, creative activity in higher education and
science carried out at a higher education (scientific) institution through a system of scientific,
methodical and teaching activities and aimed at the transfer, mastering, multiplication and use of
knowledge, skills and other competencies in students, as well as the development of a
harmoniously developed personality.

20.2. The Regulations on the Organization of the Educational Process are approved by the
Academic Council of the Academy according to the legislation of Ukraine.

20.3. The educational process is based on the introduction of the latest teaching
technologies that guarantee intensive and deep mastery of knowledge focused on the development
of an educated, harmoniously developed personality capable of continuous updating of knowledge,
professional mobility and rapid adaptation to changes in the development of society.

20.4. The main regulatory document defining the organization of the educational process
is the curriculum. A working curriculum is drawn up to specify the planning of the educational
process for each academic year. Compulsory academic disciplines are stipulated by the state
standard of education. Observing their names and capacities is obligatory for the Academy.
Elective academic disciplines are determined by the Academy, their list is approved by the
Academic Council of the Academy.

20.5. A working training program of the discipline is drawn up for each academic discipline
included in the educational and professional program based on the training program and
curriculum of the Academy, which is the statutory document of the Academy.

20.6. Teaching at the Academy is conducted in the state language as well as in English and
other foreign languages, ensuring international academic mobility.

20.7. To teach academic disciplines in a foreign language, the Academy creates separate
groups for foreign citizens and stateless persons who wish to obtain higher education at the expense
of individuals or legal entities, or develops individual programs. In this case, the Academy ensures
that such persons learn the state language as a separate discipline.

20.8. The Academy provides the following modes of study:

e institutional (full-time, part-time, distance);

e dual.

Modes of study can be combined. The terms of study with the corresponding modes are
determined by the possibilities of the implementation of educational and professional training
programs for specialists of a certain educational qualification level.

20.9. The training process at the Academy is carried out in the following forms: classes,
independent work of students, practical training and control (modular) activities.

20.10, The main types of classes at the Academy:

* lecture;

* laboratory, practical class, seminars, individual classes:



* consultation;

* other types of classes.

20.11. Participants in the educational process at the Academy:

* scientific, academic and teaching staff;

* students and other persons studying at the Academy;

* practitioners involved in the educational process in educational and professional
programs;

* other Academy staff.

Employers can be involved in the educational process.

20.12. The main academic positions at the Academy:

* Rector;

* Vice-Rector;

* Director (Head) of the institute, Deputy Directors (Heads) whose activities are directly
related to the educational or scientific process;

* Dean (Head) of the Faculty, Deputy Deans (Heads) whose activities are directly related
to the educational or scientific process;

* Head of the Department;

* Professor;

* Associate Professor;

« Senior Lecturer, Lecturer, Assistant, Trainee Lecturer;

* Library Scientist;

* other positions.

Academic positions are selected according to the competition (except for cases defined by
this Statute). As a rule, such persons have academic degrees or academic titles, as well as Master’s,
PhD and doctoral graduates. The procedure for replacing vacant academic positions is determined
by the legislation of Ukraine on higher education. The main academic positions of separate
structural units are determined by the legislation of Ukraine on higher education.

20.13. During the replacement of vacant academic positions, Heads of Departments,
Professors, Associate Professors, Senior Lecturers, Lecturers, the conclusion of an employment
agreement (contract) is preceded by a competitive selection, the procedure of which is approved
by the Academic Council of the Academy.

20.14. In some cases of impossibility to provide the educational process with existing staff
members, vacant academic positions can be replaced by the employment agreement before the
competitive replacement of these positions in the current academic year.

20.15. Units of the student’s study time include academic hours, academic week, semester,
year. The academic semester is an integral part of the student’s study time, ending with the final
semester control. The duration of the semester is determined by the curriculum.

20.16. Classes are conducted according to the schedule ensuring the full implementation
of the working curriculum.

20.17. The working time of lecturers at the Academy is determined by the amount of their
teaching, methodical, scientific, educational and organizational responsibilities in the current
academic year specified in their individual curriculum.

20.18. The success of students is determined in accordance with the current legislation of
Ukraine and regulatory documents of the profile ministry.

20.19. The transfer of students who have mastered academic disciplines to the next year is
carried out by order of the Rector of the Academy.

20.20. The current and final types of control are used for systematic monitoring of learning
outcomes,

20.21. The scientific and methodical support of the educational process is an integral part

of the high quality of student training. To this end, the Academy has created educational and
methodical materials that include:

e state standard of educational qualification levels;



* working curriculum;

* training programs of all compulsory and elective academic disciplines;

* programs of educational, on-the-job and other types of practical training;

e textbooks and study guides;

* instructional materials for seminars, practical and laboratory classes:

* banks of control tasks in academic disciplines to check students’ acquisition of
educational material;

* criteria for assessing the level of students’ knowledge of a particular discipline;

* methodical materials for students on issues of independent study of professional literature,
writing term papers and theses, etc.

21. GOAL, OBJECTIVES, ORGANIZATION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF
SCIENTIFIC, TECHNICAL AND INNOVATIVE ACTIVITIES AT THE ACADEMY.
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS AND THEIR PROTECTION

21.1. Scientific, technical and innovative activities at the Academy are an integral part of
educational activities and are carried out in order to integrate scientific, educational and production
activities in the higher education system.

21.2. The subjects of scientific, technical and innovative activities are the scientific and
academic staff, Academy students, other Academy employees, as well as employees of enterprises
that, together with the Academy, carry out scientific, technical and innovative activities.

21.3. The key goal of scientific, technical and innovative activities is the acquisition of new
scientific knowledge through research and development and their focus on the creation and
introduction of new competitive technologies, types of techniques, materials, etc. to provide
innovative development of society, training of innovative specialists.

21.4. Key objectives of the Academy’s scientific, technical and innovative activities:
obtaining competitive scientific, scientific and applied results; application of new scientific, ‘
scientific and technical knowledge during training of specialists with higher education.

21.5. Scientific, technical and innovative activities at the Academy are conducted in
accordance with the legislation of Ukraine on educational, scientific, scientific and technical and
innovative activities. Scientific, technical and innovative activities at the Academy can be carried
out based on state orders as well as in accordance with agreements with enterprises, institutions,
organizations of all forms of ownership, international contracts, grants. other revenues from
servicing through banking institutions without restrictions on the part of state authorities, the
management of which includes higher education institutions.

21.6. Scientific, technical and innovative activities can be carried out both directly by the
Academy and through legal entities established by them, whose subject matter is the mere proof
of the results of the scientific and technical activities of the Academy to the state of the innovation
product and its further commercialization.

21.7. The organizational structure of innovative activities, including the establishment of -
scientific parks, small innovation-oriented enterprises and interaction with them, is determined by
the Academy independently in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine.

21.8. Academic and scientific work can be carried out at the Academy by the academic,
scientific and teaching staff, other employees of higher education institutions, Academy students,
as well as employees of other organizations.

21.9. The acquisition and protection of the rights of the Academy regarding the results of
its own scientific and technical activities is ensured in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine
on intellectual property, scientific, technical and innovative activities.

21.10. The Academy has the right to implement the results of its own scientific, technical
and innovative activities (objects of intellectual property rights), which involves the use of
intellectual property rights in their own educational (scientific) activities and/or in educational
(scientific) activities of another higher education (scientific) institutions.



21.11. The Academy has the right to transfer objects of intellectual property rights to
another legal entity or individual for the use in economic activities by selling or contributing to the
authorized capital of an enterprise to obtain profit through their use.

21.12. When acquiring a property right of intellectual property, the Academy:

e protects the intellectual property rights, receives security documents on objects of
intellectual property rights; |
® pays rewards to the creators of objects of the intellectual property right at the
expense of the funds received from their use in accordance with the current legislation
of Ukraine;

e concludes contracts on the transfer of intellectual property rights or grant
permission for the introduction of intellectual property objects into the educational
process.

21.13. The Academy is taking measures to commercialize the objects of intellectual
property rights, property rights to which they have acquired. If the objects of intellectual property
rights of the Academy were created partly at the expense of the customer (customers), and partly
at the expense of state funds, property rights regarding such objects of intellectual property rights
are distributed based on the agreement on their creation and used in accordance with the terms and
conditions of the contract on their transfer. The agreement on the creation of an object of
intellectual property rights by order should determine the ways, conditions and procedure for the
use of such an object by the customer.

22, LIQUIDATION AND REORGANIZATION OF THE ACADEMY

22.1. The termination of Academy activities is carried out through its reorganization
(merger, joining, division, allocation, transformation) or liquidation.

22.2. The liquidation and reorganization of the Academy are carried out in accordance with
the current legislation of Ukraine.

22.3. The reorganization of the Academy takes place by decision of the General Meeting
of Founders (owners). Upon reorganization of the Academy, the whole set of rights and duties of
the Academy passes to its successors.

22.4. The Academy is liquidated:

e by decision of the General Meeting of Founders (owners) of the Academy;
e by court decision in cases of bankruptcy.

22.5. The liquidation of the Academy is carried out by the Liquidation Committee
established by the General Meeting of Founders (owners). In cases of bankruptcy and termination
of the Academy by a court decision. by the Liquidation Committee appointed by this authority.

22.6. The Liquidation Committee consists of representatives of the Founders (owners) and
the Academy. The procedure and terms for conducting liquidation, as well as the term for claiming
claims to creditors, are determined by the General Meeting of Founders (owners).

22.7. From the date of the appointment of the Liquidation Committee (or liquidator), the
powers to manage the affairs of the Academy passes on to it.

22.8. The funds belonging to the Academy, including proceeds from the sale of its property -
upon liquidation, after calculating the wages of employees working under the conditions of
employment, and fulfillment of obligations to the budget, banks and other creditors, remain at the
disposal of the Founders (owners) defined the General Meeting of Founders (owners). Lenders
and other legal entities that are in contractual relations with the eliminated Academy are notified
of its liquidation in writing.

22.9. A transfer act, distribution balance or liquidation balance of the Academy is subject
to approval by the General Meeting of Founders (owners).



22.10. During the liquidation and reorganization of the Academy, released workers and
students studying at the Academy are guaranteed the observance of their rights and interests in
accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine. The reorganization or liquidation of the
Academy should not violate the rights and interests of Academy students. The duty to resolve all
issues of the continuation of continuous acquisition of higher education is based on the Founders
(owners) of the Academy and the profile ministry.

22.11. The liquidation of the Academy is considered to be completed, and the Academy
has ceased its activities since the entry of the record into the Unified State Register.

22.12. Upon reorganization of the Academy, necessary changes are made to the Statute of
the Academy and state registration of these changes is carried out. ’

23. PROCEDURE FOR AMENDING THE STATUTE OF THE ACADEMY
(ADOPTION OF THE NEW VERSION OF THE STATUTE)

23.1. Changes and amendments to this Statute (or the new version of the Statute) are
adopted by the General Meeting of Founders (owners) of the Academy.

23.2. Changes and amendments to the Statute (or the new version of the Statute) are
approved and agreed in the same manner as the Statute itself.

23.3. The new version of the Statute of the Academy approved by the General Meeting of
Founders (owners) is submitted for the state registration of changes to the information about the
Academy in accordance with the procedure stipulated by the legislation.

23.4. The new version of the Statute becomes effective from the moment of the state
registration of the corresponding changes in the information about the Academy.

24. FINAL PROVISIONS

24.1. If the court or authority under whose jurisdiction the Founders (owners) or the
Academy recognize any provision of the Statute as unlawful, ineffective or non-enforceable, then
such recognition will not affect the legality of other provisions of the Statute, and illegal, invalid
or non-enforceable provisions of the Statute shall be deemed to be excluded from this Statute. If
any provision is found to be unlawful, ineffective or unenforceable, then the Founders (owners)
should replace it with a new provision that is valid (in force) in accordance with the legislation of
Ukraine and will result in a favorable legal and economic effect, as well as will be directed to the
same effect of the current provision.
